The animal should be in a neutral setting looking at the camera, preferably at eye level.
Don’t distract the focus of the picture, your animal, with a heavily cluttered background.

If your animal is dark colored, take the photo in front of a lighter background.
If your animal is light colored, take the photo in front of a darker background.
